What Is Divine Mercy? 
   Jesus appeared to St. 
Faustina Kowalska, a Polish 
nun, in the 1930s and gave 
her His message of Divine 
Mercy.  In the vision, red and 
white rays pour from Jesus’ 
heart, symbolizing the blood 
and water that flowed from 
His side at the crucifixion.  He asked that this image be 
spread and honored throughout the world, with the 
words “Jesus, I trust in You,” written on the bottom.  He 
said, “I promise that the soul that will venerate this im-
age will not perish” (Diary, no. 48). 
   The message of Divine Mercy is that God loves us, all 
of us.  His mercy is greater than our sins.  We can trust 
Him, accept His mercy, and give this mercy to others. 
   The Divine Mercy Chaplet is a devotion that Jesus 
gave to St. Faustina.  He asked that she spread devo-
tion to it, so that the faithful would come to know the 
depths of His love for them and receive His mercy.   
   Jesus Himself asked St. Faustina that a feast of Divine 
Mercy be observed.  He told her that on this day, He 
will pour His grace and mercy upon the whole world.  
On May 5, 2000, Pope John Paul II declared the first 
Sunday after Easter as Divine Mercy Sunday.

My dear Brothers and Sisters, 
 
   I would like to share with you the following 
meditation: 

The Mystery of His Mercy 
   O my merciful Lord, there are secrets in my heart 
which no one knows or will ever know except you 
because, even if I wanted to reveal them, no one 
would understand me.  Your minister knows some 
because I confess to him, but he knows only the bit of 
these mysteries that I am capable of revealing; the 
rest remains between us for eternity, O my Lord! 
   You have covered me with the cloak of your mercy, 
pardoning my sins.  Not once did you refuse your 
pardon; you always had pity on me, giving me a new 
life of grace.  To prevent doubts, you have entrusted 
me to the loving care of your Church, that tender 
mother, who in your name assures me of the truths of 
faith and watches lest I wander.  Especially in the 
tribunal of your mercy does my soul meet an ocean of 
favors. 
   Jesus, there is one more secret in my life, the 
deepest and dearest to my heart:  it is you yourself 
when you come to my heart under the appearance of 
bread.  Herein lies the whole secret of my sanctity.  
Here my heart is so united with yours as to be but 
one.  There are no more secrets, because all that is 
yours is mine, and all that is mine is yours.  Such is 
the omnipotence and the miracle of your mercy.

Saint Maria Faustina Kowalska († 1938) was a Polish Sister 
of Our Lady of Mercy whose mystical visions of Jesus 
inspired the Divine Mercy devotion.  She was canonized in 
2000.
