 Advent Anticipation 

    As we come from the glory of the solemnity of Christ the King and enter through a very low door, under a very 
humble lintel, into Advent, we recognize with wonder that it is the same King who is coming in very lowly form. 
   In the Gospel about the final days, Saint Luke says men will die in fright in anticipation of what is coming.  We 
want to stop right there and ask, ñWhy would we die of anticipation, since we know where this path ends?ò  
Before the revelation of the New Testament, they didnôt know.  But we do know.  A childhood memory comes to 
my mind as I say that.  My mother had this little idiosyncrasy of always wanting to see how the book ended.  
When she began to read, she would always read the end, and then she would diligently go back to the beginning 
and read the book through.  It used to amuse me as a child, and I started to do the same thing because you 
always like to do what your mother does.  We want to see how it is going to turn out.  And we do know.  We know 
what is at the end of the path.  And so, if we die of anticipation, we should be dying of joy. 
   When we are not anticipating rightly because we are not going firmly forward on the path, is it not because we 
are anticipating lesser things?  Do we waste our energy sometime on anticipating how it is going to turn out?  We 
think: things are going to get worse and worse, and I donôt think I can do this, and I donôt think I can make that 
much effort, and maybe it wonôt come out right anyway, and Iôd better not do it at all because maybe I canôt. 
   Even in the things that cause us the most suffering, God always has in mind something wonderful for which we 
need to be purified by suffering.  And so we know where the path ends.  Just today we had a message from a 
community in Texas where one of the elderly sisters died at the age of ninety-five, very bright, very clear.  As she 
was being taken by ambulance to the hospital she said three different times, ñOh, Jesus, Iôm so eager to see 
you.ò  This is real anticipation.  This is someone who had really been walking on the path and knew what was at 
the end.
